This project started with the purchase of an assortment of bits and pieces from Gary Milesin September 2001. As| made
my way home with all the goodies on a borrowed trailer | had no doubt that anyone who saw this was convinced thisload
was destined for the local dumping ground.

To be honest | also had my doubits as to the wisdom of my purchase especially as | had so much till to learn regarding the
actual detail and components required making this an authentic replica. My concern was that it should not only look good but
also be technically sound in terms of suspension, handling, braking etc. At this stage | also had no ideawhat lay ahead in
terms of the legalities of registration etc.

The good news is that as | nervoudly started the unpacking, sorting, cleaning, sandblasting etc | realised that | had indeed
made areally good purchase in terms of the technical bits. | must thank Gary again for his guidance and assistance.

A breakdown of the purchase was as follows:

Engine A very special Cleveland 351 V8 fitted with much sort after Edelbrock 4V cylinder heads as standard equipment.
Thisistheidentical engine as used on the earlier Ford Mustangs. To add to the happiness the motor had only done 9000 km
since being fully overhauled and fitted with new clutch, pressure plate etc.

Carburetion 4 Barrel Holley 750 Double Pump

Gearbox The genuine strong as an ox Ford Top Loader also as fitted to the Mustang.

Differential  Jaguar XJ6 running a 3.07 ratio giving a good balance of acceleration and open road cruising.
