Theleyland L egend
At arecent noggin Ralph Morgan loaned me a book on the history of Leyland (one of the giants in automobile manufacture
in the last century). The book was published in 1966 to commemorate 70 years of progress, the company first being formed
in 1896, although their first steam wagon was built in 1884, it would appear that in 1966 (date of manufacture of my Tri-
umph Spitfire), the company then known as “Leyland Triumph” was booming as one of the largest automobile manufactur-
ersin the world. Asthe petrol engine was still in the future pipeline, they started off with seam driven vehicles, one of the
first being a steam powered twopenny farthing tricycle! The founders of the company were James Sumner and Henry Spur-
rier. One amusing story from this book is when the twopenny farthing ran through the streets of Leyland. It wastoo fast to be
preceded by ared flag man (which was the law for powered vehicles in those days), hence James Sumner was taken to court
2 _and fined one shilling (10cents) for his misdeed. The first petrol engine was
w developed in 1904 at atime when users had to be convinced that mechanical
' transport was better than using horses. That first petrol engine was a two cyl-
inder modd producing 12b.h.p. (sometimes) and fitted with alow-tension
| ignition system (anyone know how low tension can produce a spark?). Ley-
land’ sfirg big order took the form of a double decker bus in 1905 capable of
seating about 20 passengers. Interesting to note isthat the production of
i~ steam powered vehicles continued until 1926. Leyland really only took off in
' 1907 when they started building large delivery vehicles and afire engine. To
test the fire engines petrol driven water pump, it was run for an extended pe-
riod in the confines of the workshop. After awhile some of the staff fell to the
floor unconscious and had to be carried out by workmates. Thus was learned
U the harmful effects of carbon monoxide. In 1912 e ectric headlamps were of-
fered in place of acetylene headlamps In 1913 the pneumatic tyre made its first appearance along with the first shock absorb-
ers, and glass windows were fitted to public transport vehicles.

Leyland was involved in both world wars with the manufacture of aircraft and tank engines. Not only that but they
re-tooled their plant to produce bombs and in fact ended up producing 400,000 per month. After the war agreat deal of their
operation was the production of busses (the famous English trolley bus), power units for diesd railcars and heavy duty
trucks.

In 1961 Leyland took over Standard-Triumph International and started producing arange of vehiclesincluding
sports cars, saloons, estate cars and light delivery vans. In 1966 Standard-Triumph was one of thefirst recipients of the
Queens Award to Industry. Sadly the company no longer exists and if anyone out there knows what happened and why,
please let me know so | can complete this history. And that folks is where my short review of the book ends.
